Hiroshi NAKANISHI (Professor, Kyoto University)

Hiroshi Nakanishi is a professor in the Law Department at Kyoto 
University. His major interests are historical development of 
international relations in the Asia-Pacific in the 20th Century and 
Japanese foreign and security policy. His major publications 
include Kokusaiseiji-toha Nanika (Chuokoronshinsha, 2003, 
Yomiuri-Yoshino Sakuzo prize winner), Kokusaiseijigaku
(Yuhikaku, 2013, co-written with Atsushi Ishida and Masayuki 
Tadokoro).
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Shin KAWASHIMA (Professor, Graduate School of Arts and Sciences, 
the University of Tokyo)
Dr. Shin Kawashima is the professor of the Department of International 
Relations, the Graduate School of Arts & Sciences, the University of Tokyo. He 
was educated at the Tokyo University of Foreign Studies (B.A.1992) and the 
University of Tokyo (Oriental history, M.A., 1992 and Ph.D, 2000). He taught at 
Hokkaido University's Department of Politics, Faculty of Law during 1998-2006 
before moving to the University of Tokyo in 2006. He is also a senior researcher 
of Institute for International Policy Studies, and an associate member of Science 
Council of Japan. He was engaged in education and research at Institute of 
Modern History, Academia Sinica (Taipei), Beijing Center for Japanese Studies, 
Peking University, National Chengchi University (Taipei), and Woodrow 
Wilson International Center for Scholars. He has studied Chinese/Taiwanese 
diplomatic history based on Chinese diplomatic archives and recently started a 
study on contemporary international relations in East Asia. His first book, 
Formation of Chinese Modern Diplomacy (2004), was awarded the Suntory 
Academic Prize in 2004. He, among others, authored Groping for A Modern 
State: 1894-1925 (2010), and China in the 21st Century (2016), Frontier of 
China (2017) and so on.

Junichiro SHOJI serves as the Vice President of Academic Affairs at the
National Institute for Defense Studies in Tokyo where he has worked since 1986
and was the former Director of the Center for Military History. He assumed the
present position in April 2018. He obtained his M.A from the University of
Tsukuba. He is an expert on military and diplomatic history in modern Japan, and
war and memory in Japan and has authored several articles in Japanese, English,
German, and Chinese.

Ryoichi TOBE is Professor Emeritus of National Defense Academy 
(NDA) and of International Research Center for Japanese Studies. 
He taught political and diplomatic history of modern Japan at NDA and Teikyo 
University. He has published a number of books including Shippai no Honshiitu
(Essence of Failures, co-authored), Gyakusetsu no Guntai (Military of 
Paradoxes), Nihon Rikugun to Chugoku (Imperial Japanese Army and China), 
Gaimusho Kakushinha (The Reformist Group in the Japanese Foreign 
Ministry), Jikai no Byori (Pathology of Self-destruction) and Showa no 
Shidosha (Political Leaders in Showa era).

Yuichi HOSOYA (Professor, Keio University)
Dr. Yuichi Hosoya is Professor of international politics at Keio University in 
Tokyo. He was a member of the Advisory Board for Japan’s National Security 
Council (NSC) (2014-16) and was a member of several Prime Minister's advisory 
panels on national security. He studied international politics at Rikkyo University 
(BA), the University of Birmingham (MIS), and Keio University (PhD). He was a 
visiting professor and Japan Chair (2009–2010) at Sciences-Po in Paris (Institut
d’Études Politiques), and a visiting fellow (Fulbright Fellow, 2008–2009) at 
Princeton University. His research interests include postwar international history, 
British diplomatic history, Japanese foreign and security policy, and contemporary 
East Asian international security. He has a number of publications, and those in 
English include Security Politics in Japan: Legislation for a New Security 
Environment (Tokyo: JPIC, 2019).  He also gives comments in both Japanese and 
major global newspapers such as the New York Times and Le Monde.
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
